TrgSights and Sounds of
the High Holy Days

At this time of annual renewal for the
Jewish people, our senses are filled
with things that are unique to the Hig
Holidays. There is the ste and smell
of the apples and honey that we
consume at our festive meals in hop
of ushering in a sweet New Year.
There is the feel of new clothes that
may have purchased as well as the
sound and feel of the shofar, which i
blown only at this timef year. For th
remainder of this article, | want to
focus on two of our senses, sight an
sound, and how they make our
experience at our High Holy Day
services special.

At Congregation Shaarei Kodesh, w
are immediately cognizant of the
difference in oir worship space. We
move from our home at Hampton
Drive to the theater at Spanish Rivel
High School. What we may lose in t
intimacy of our smaller, weekly settit
we gain in the ability to accommodat
all of our Shaarei Kodesh family and
friendsi to see loved ones and
acquaintances who we may not havi
seen for a year and to join together
with them in study, in joyful singing
and in meaningful prayer. We are a
struck by the special attire worn by t
Rabbi and th Cantofi white robes or
A k @st @thich signify the purity and
piousness of this time of year. In fa
many congregants join in this attire
Yom Kippur dayi it is our goal during
these High Holy Days to purify
ourselves from inside to outside so t
we may be inscribed for anothezar ir
the Book of Life.

Our ears are also struck by the uniq
sounds of the High Holy Days.
Though the structure of the services
the High Holy Days is basically the
same (but expanded, of course!) as
during the rest of the year, the tunes
our prayers and even for reading Tol

are markedly differentJewish
liturgical music typically uses one of
several plaintive modes, often in a
minor key. But when we reach the f
evening of Rosh Hashanah, we are
struck by thebright opening motif of
iBahudo in the ma
music seems to be echoing our
sentiments that we are happy to hav
reached this time of year and to be
standing in synagogue once again!

Speaking of the bright sound of the
major mode, it is interesting to note
that the publiconfessional,
AAshamnuodo, which
Kippur, is traditionally sung in a maijc
mode. Should we be happy about
having transgressed, robbed, spoke
slander and acted perversely? Wha
the music telling us? One explanatis
would suggest ishat we are happy to
be able to stand together as a
congregation and to spprt each othe
i n the act-toadturnfiot
God,towalkin®d 6 s ways,
given the chance to improve ourselv
as individuals and as a community it
the coming yar.

Of course, the High Holy Days has i
musically pensive moments as well.
There is the Hineni prayer in which t
Cantor stands humbly beforeo@
asking to be judged worthy of offerir
prayers of repentance on behalf of tl
entire congregation. Theis an
extremely recognizable-3ote
descending minor chord which mark
the end of many musical phrases ar
which we use to
throughout the High Holy Days.

intentions) if one is unable to fulfill
them. While it is common during the
rest of the year for Jews to trickle in
services are ongoing, you can expe(
there to be a full house at the Kol Ni
service even before it begins. Then
the Cantor begins to chant, very soft
the first reading of Kol Nidre, which i
sung to a hauirtg, dramatic melody.
This melody is heard at synagogues
throughout the world and has been
essentially unchanged for hundreds
years. Kol Nidre is then chanted twi
more by the Cantor, the second time
a slightly louder volume and the thirc
time infull voice. This tune is so wel
known and beloved by Jews that the
entire congregation is singing along
with the Cantor by the end of the
recitation. Many who have never ev
attended a Kol Nidre service may be
familiar with this melody through
classicamusic settings, the most
famous of which
composition for solo cello and
piano/orchestra.

There are so many other sights and
sounds which are unique and impori
to the High Holy Days: casting our
sins away in the form of bread at the
Tashlich service; chanting the specic
tune for Aleinu and falling prostrate 1
the ground; the round challah in the
shape of a crown which reminds us
God as KiMed e(cthtg ;
favorite tunes for other special praye
iZachreinu LO6Chai
Hastanah, Avinu Malkeinu. The list
goes on and onit seems that our
senses are constantly being inundat
and overwhelmed. However, maybe
that is appropriate for and consisten
with this special time of yedrwe
should not feel complacent with the
task ofteshuvah that lies ahead of u
but we should approach it with
reverence, with joy and with ALL of
our senses.
